INTERNATIONAL MARKET REPORT
(Central America — December 9th, 2009)

Current Market Conditions

Guatemala - The market has shown an increase in the available volumes of
California Kiwifruit. Nevertheless, New Zealand is still present in this market with
good volumes. One of the leading importers in the country is handling New
Zealand and has large volumes in storage.

El Salvador — Both California and Chile are present in this market having an
important presence at all different points of sale. California has been gaining
market share from Chile, and will remain in the market after Chile’s season ends
in the coming weeks.

Honduras — The market is dominated by California, which has an important
presence at the supermarkets as well as at the traditional markets. Chilean fruit,
which was the leading origin in this country last month, is no longer available.

Costa Rica — Chile is still present in the market with the last product of the season
available. California has been gaining market share and now has larger
volumes than Chile.

Panama - Chile has diminished significantly in the market and has lost almost all
market presence since two weeks ago. The available volumes are the last of
Chilean supply for the year as importers have said no new shipments from Chile
will be made. California has been gaining important presence and is now
present in almost all points of sale but volumes are still not at their usual level.

Competition

As previously mentioned, the market has seen most competing origins decrease,
leaving only the CKC as virtually the only import supplier to the region. Even with
Chile still present in the market, its volumes have dropped significantly, and what
is available now is the last supply of the season.

New Zealand has some presence in the market, mainly in Guatemala, where
one of the leading importers is handling large volumes.

Quality

In general comments on California Kiwifruit have been very positive. According
to the trade, they have not had problems with the fruit and many have said the
pressure was better than in previous years. The fruit is arriving at the proper
ripeness and has excellent color and flavor.

Arrivals
Most of the importers have been receiving moderate quantities of California
Kiwifruit, between 500 to 600 boxes each. The shipments have arrived in mixed

containers and will continue to pick up after Chilean product is completely sold.

Trade Comments

According to trade, sales have been slower than in previous seasons, mainly
because of the economic situation in the region. Nevertheless, they expect to
increase the volumes of California Kiwifruit during December.

A. CURRENT MARKET CONDITIONS

Mexico City

California Kiwifruits have a 98% market share in this city. Their sale volume is good considering the tough
alternative competition from local products that offer lower prices like apples and grapes. The quality of the
fruit is very good, presenting firm pulps and good shelf life. The trade expects to receive more arrivals
soon, expecting the prices to drop. Available sizes are 25 and 27 in quality grades CAT 1 and CAT 2.

Direct competition remains from New Zealand, but at this time their availability is really low — only 2% of
market share. In general terms their quality is good, and their highest availability is at retail stores.
According to the trade, this origin will be out of the market in the next 2 weeks.

The availability of California Kiwifruits has been increasing, reaching 97% of the market. On average,
warehouses have been receiving 1 load per week. Sale volume is good, mainly at retail stores who have
been transshipping them to nearby cities as a result of their good shelf life. Their prices were stable and
available sizes are 20 to 30 with the highest availability from 25 to 30. Quality grades available are CAT 1
and CAT 2, with CAT 1 presenting the highest demand. New Zealand is only available at the retail sector.
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In terms of availability this city presents the following scenario:

Monterrey

In this city Tito warehouse has California Kiwifruits available; they received 2 loads and are expecting more
in the coming days. Their availability continues being limited as a result of the high competition that New
Zealand continues presenting in this city. On the other hand, the sizes that California offers are smaller
than New Zealand’'s, making our fruit less attractive to retailers. According to the importers, New Zealand
will still be in the market in the next 20 days. The available size is 30 and their quality grade is CAT 1.

There are no new arrivals from New Zealand but there is still a lot of product in cold storage. Their sales
volume is good as a result of their good prices. However, their quality can be considered as fair with an
advanced ripe grade.

RETAIL LEVEL

Mexico City

California Kiwifruit has increased in availability, having presence in all retail chains. Their exhibitions are
between 2 to 4 boxes per week/per store and their sales are strong. According to the produce
department’s staff, CKC’s sale volume is good as a result of their good prices and quality.

New Zealand continues being available in most stores with mixed origin exhibitions with California fruit,
except in Soriana. At the traditional channels California presented the highest availability.

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Guadalajara
California Kiwifruits are available in all the retail stores and traditional channels. Their exhibitions are

between 2 to 3 boxes per store and their sales volume is around 4 to 12 boxes per week. Their quality is
considered good while the availability of New Zealand fruit continues to drop along with their quality.

Monterrey

California Kiwifruits are only available in Walmart with exhibitions of 3 boxes per store on average with
sales of 3 to 4 boxes per week. Their quality is good, presenting firm pulps. California Kiwifruits presented
more competitive prices than New Zealand. According to the produce staff, their sales volume is low as a
result of their small sizes.

The availability of New Zealand continues to decrease and it being between 2 to 3 boxes with sale volumes
of 3 boxes per week. Their quality is fair, presenting an advanced ripe grade.

1. IMPORT, WHOLESALE AND RETAIL ATTITUDE

Import
An oversupply of kiwifruit in the market has kept most importers from importing

California kiwifruit. Importers are concentrating on selling their stocks before switching
origins and the current supply is substantial. Several importers have also mentioned
that they are waiting for the prices to drop on California kiwifruit before handling the
origin. Although the CKC’s season in Korea is now delayed considerably, some importers

plan on importing California kiwifruit within 2009 and into 2010.

The import volume of New Zealand kiwifruit has dramatically dropped with only a few
importers handling New Zealand Kkiwifruit in small amounts. Most importers are trying to

sell their stocks with low prices but sales are slow.

As New Zealand kiwifruit ages, the overall quality is deteriorating quickly. The berry
sizes offered are still big, but the sugar content is low and most are overripe with a
watery taste. Moreover, the fruit quite often shows softened and dried skins, especially

in gold kiwifruits.

Many importers are offering Chilean kiwifruit but the import volume is quite small due to
poor quality and small sizes. As such, the import volume of Chilean kiwifruit is expected

to decrease considerably over the next few weeks.

Volume of local kiwifruit has increased and while the prices have dropped. The quality of

local kiwifruit is average with small berry sizes and below average sugar content.

Wholesale
California kiwifruit is not available in the wholesale market, but many wholesalers have

said they want to and will handle it.

Many wholesalers have kept purchasing New Zealand kiwifruits due to price but the

quality has dipped enough recently that volumes are decreasing rapidly. Most





wholesalers are busy selling their stocks which have now been stored for quite a long

time, purchasing only a few new shipments from New Zealand.

The wholesale price of New Zealand green kiwifruit is sold about W18,000—38,000 per
10kg box.

Many wholesalers have purchased Chilean kiwifruits as substitution for New Zealand and
locally grown fruit, but volume of Chilean Kkiwifruit is now quite low due to poor sales,
even at a discounted rate. Wholesale price of Chilean Kkiwifruits is about
W14,000~28,000 per 10 kg box.

Volume of local Kkiwifruit has increased driving the price a bit lower than average. The
quality and berry size are not ideal for the Korean consumer so volume has remained
consistent but small. The wholesale price for locally grown Kiwifruit is about
W20,000~23,000 per 3kg box.

Retail

California Kkiwifruit is not available in the retail stores yet.

New Zealand green Kkiwifruit is the most widely sold variety and origin in the retail market,
but sale volume is lower than previous seasons. Many consumers have said that the
sugar content and taste don’t measure up to previous years and don’t justify the higher
price. The poor quality has led many customers to not buy kiwifruit at all instead of

switching to a different variety.

Chilean kiwifruits is offered at many retail stores but sales are quite low because as
many retail consumers prefer New Zealand. Accordingly, many retail stores sell Chilean

kiwifruit in the box with low prices.

Local kiwifruit has flooded the market dropping prices. Consumers have said that the
price drop has not outweighed the poor quality of the fruit, saying it has a sour taste,

with only small-sized berries. As such, sale volumes are very slow.
