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CALIFORNIA KIWIFRUIT COMMISSION 


INTERNATIONAL MARKET REPORT 
(Central America – February 2nd, 2010) 


 
 
Current Market Conditions 
 
Guatemala. California is the only origin available of kiwifruit in this market. The 
situation is very positive for California as this fruit is available in every point of sale 
at both the traditional and the supermarket sector. At the traditional sector, 
good volumes are being handled.  
 
El Salvador. During this past fortnight, California stopped being present in this 
market, mainly because the importers finished the stock they had of this fruit and 
have not being able to ship any more, as kiwifruit enters in mixed containers, 
and the importers have not yet found other fruit that can be mixed with kiwifruit.  
 
Honduras. In this market, such as in Guatemala, only California Kiwifruit can be 
found in this market, nevertheless, its presence is regular. At the supermarket the 
volumes are still significant, but at the traditional sector, the volumes are very 
low and only few points of sale continue handling this fruit.  
 
Costa Rica. California has had an important presence in the market, with good 
volumes and dynamic sales movement. Nevertheless, Italian kiwifruit entered 
into the market through one of the leading importers and is now available in 
one of the leading supermarket chains. This origin is offering lower prices, a 
situation that is affecting California.  
 
Panama. During this last fortnight, California kiwifruit presence in the market 
became regular as now only some points of sale at the traditional sector are 
handling this fruit. At the supermarkets the situation is a little better and more 
chains are handling this fruit.

Competition 
 
As mentioned previously the main competitor for California in Central America is Italy, 
and is only present in Costa Rica. This origin entered through one of the importers and is 
being moved in only one supermarket chain.  
 
Chilean kiwifruit is present but in very low volumes, and with the product that has been 
left from the season that just ended.  
 
 
Quality 
 
California kiwifruit quality is graded as high. The fruit is arriving with good pressure, good 
color, and without any external problems.  
 
 
Arrivals 
 
The arrivals of California kiwifruit have presented a decrement, as only few importers in 
the region are receiving this fruit in mixed containers, with about 3 pallets per container.  
 
  
Trade Comments 
 
The importers are very pleased with California but there are other origins like Italy that 
has lower prices and according to the trade, this situation allows them to have better 
movement in the market.

1. IMPORT, WHOLESALE AND RETAIL ATTITUDE 


 


The nation’s consumer prices grew at the fastest pace in mine months in January.  


Statistics Korea said that the consumer price index rose three-point-one percent last 


month from a year ago.  The index remained in the two percent range since May of last 


year, but reached the three percent level for the first time in nine months.  Oil prices 


jumped over 18 percent from a year ago, sending consumer prices higher.  Prices of 


farm and fishery products also posted a significant price rise.  An official said that the 


season’s cold spell and heavy snow hurt the supply of vegetables and drove up prices, 


largely contributing to a hike in overall consumer prices. 


 


The Agriculture Ministry will strengthen quarantine measures on the borders and within 


the country in March.  The new measures require persons traveling to Korea from  


China and other high-risk countries to undergo disinfection and inspection procedures at 


least twice.  All persons entering via air and sea ports must walk across disinfectant 


boards.  In addition, travelers from 14 countries labeled as high-risk for foot-and-mouth 


disease will go through stricter inspections for meat products.  About 38-hundred 


control units and 29-hundred inspectors will conduct regular inspections every week.  


Foot-and-mouth disease, also called “hoof-and-mouth” disease, is highly contagious fatal 


to cattle and pigs.  While people do not get sick from it, they can spread the disease.  


Due to an outbreak in 2000 and 2002, Korea suffered damages of about 450 billion won, 


or 470 million dollars. 


 


Domestic industries and economic activities seem to be little affected by H1N1 influenza 


since December last year.  Statistics Korea said that service sector output at theme 


parks and other entertainment centers posted year-on-year growth of 7.8% in December 


2009.  The figure had dropped 9.3% in October and 9.7% in November last year.  


Revenue at hospitals grew 15% and that at clinics went up 8% last year to growing 


public awareness of personal hygiene. 


 


Import 


Most importers are handling Chilean grapes, Philippine banana as their main items and 
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looking for new favorable items to import between March and May before cherry season 


begins.  As fruits from Australia are available to import and its shipping volume is pretty 


much, more and more traders are looking for new suppliers of kiwifruit, cherry and 


mango from Australia. 


 


There are pretty good responses from traders regarding the newsletter we sent 


and they show still a lot of interests in California kiwifruit import. 


 


The trade for Chilean grape is started from the last week of January and its freshness 


and quality is quite good as it is the first shipping volume.  Importers plan to ship 


Chilean grapes continuously until June. 


 


And besides, US lemon, US grapefruit and Sweetie from Israel is also available in the 


market. 


 


Wholesale 


Regarding the imported fruit, there are Chilean grapes, US pomegranate, Philippine 


banana, US orange (Sunkist and Navel), US grapefruit, sweetie from Israel, New Zealand 


cherry and kiwifruit in the wholesale market now. 


 


These prices are pretty high especially for high quality products for gift because of 


coming Lunar New Year and this price range is set up since January 30th.  The trading 


tends to be active and most products are 10~30% more expensive than that in 2009. 


 


The quality of New Zealand kiwifruit is not so good because its season is almost ended 


however its price is still high which is 26,000~33,500won for 10kg due to the Lunar New 


Year holiday.  It seems that most stored volume would be sold out by the Lunar New 


Year. 


 


The purchasing price of Chilean grapes which are newly handled is 58,000 for 8kg.  The 


quality is very good and most wholesalers plan to continuously increase their purchasing 


volume upon the sales. 


 


And besides, orange and lemon from the US, Philippine banana, New Zealand cherry are 


kept being purchased and the best quality products are mainly handled for the gift item 


for Lunar New Year.  The price of Navel orange is 22,000~45,000won for 18kg, 


Philippine banana is 5,000~23,000won for 13kg, US lemon is 35,000~45,000won for 


18kg and US pomegranate is 22,000~28,000won. 


 


For local fruits, green and gold kiwifruits, tangerine, Hanrabong, strawberry, apple, pear 
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and persimmon are available in the market and the best quality products are actively 


traded as a gift.  The price of green kiwifruit from Jeju Island is 25,000~33,000won for 


10kg box. 


 


The Hanrabong is pretty much popular as a gift item and its price rage seem to be kept 


after Lunar New Year as the quality of imported orange is not quite good enough.  Its 


current price is about 23,000won for 5kg. 


 


Among local fruits, the fastest price increase has been seen with apples and pears which 


price is over 20% increased as compared with that in 2009 due to the use of these fruits 


for gifts at this time of year.  The price of apple is 30,000~40,000won for 5kg and 


20,000~25,000won for 7.5kg of pear which is based upon the highest quality products. 


 


As the quality of tangerine is not its best, the price is lowered year-on-year so the 


current price is 6,000~30,000won for 10kg.  Its stored volume is forecasted to be sold 


out within February.  As the season of tangerine is over, wholesalers plan to purchase 


more U.S. orange and Chilean grapes after the Lunar New Year. 


 


Retail 


There are some New Zealand green/gold kiwifruit and a little more Jeju green/gold 


kiwifruit in retail market.  1+1 (buy one get one free) sale promotion is continued and 


as the stock is decreased, less products with small portion are only displayed.  From 


February there are gift box package also displayed.  These are 19,800won for 32 berries 


of Organic Jeju green kiwifruit, 19,800won for 3kg of New Zealand organic Zespri green 


kiwifruit. 


 


Even the taste and quality of local kiwifruit is better than New Zealand product, the price 


of New Zealand kiwifruit it higher than local one.  The price of New Zealand green 


kiwifruit is 498~1400won per a berry, 665~1,500won for New Zealand gold one, 


398~1,200won for local green kiwifruit, and 650~1,450won for local gold one. 


 


The high volume items in retail markets are US orange and Philippine banana. 


As the stock is clearing out of the wholesale markets, the retail volume of US 


pomegranate is almost gone.  The price of Chilean seedless grape is 977~1,300won for 


100gram, Sweetie from Israel is 1,220~1,500won, US grapefruit is 1,400~2,000won, US 


orange is 1,190~1,700won, a bunch of banana is 1,900~3,000won, and US pomegranate 


is 2,450~4,000won per piece. 


 


The most common local fruit items are tangerine, strawberry, apple, pear, green and 


gold kiwifruit and persimmon. 
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As the tangerine season is almost closed, its quality and sugar content is not very good  


and its stock will be gone by February.  After February, local fruits are not its main 


stream so more retailers plan to focus on Chilean grapes, US orange and Philippine 


banana. 


 


The sale volume of gift set for Lunar New Year is almost 20% increased year-on-year.  


Every hypermarket prepares unique and special gift sets with different price range.

A. CURRENT MARKET CONDITIONS 
 
Fine fruits’ sales volumes in general continued at a moderate pace as a result of the current economic 
situation. More specifically, kiwifruit prices increased during the last period and, according to the trade, this 
was a consequence of a shortfall of product compared with overall demand.  
 
Mexico City 
 
The availability of California kiwifruit decreased during this period as a result of its low sales movement and 
lack of rotation, resulting in a presence of ripe to overripe product in the pipeline.  Thus, imports have 
slowed until the fruit that is currently available is sold.  Kiwifruit prices increased as a result of the lack of 
product, according to the trade.  Their quality and prices were variable, finding fruit with an advanced ripe 
grade that has been sold at low prices and product with good conditions available at higher prices.  
 
New Zealand kiwifruit is still available but at very low volumes, being found only in Outlandish and 
Moderman warehouses.  Prices were 50-100 pesos per box (around US$ 4-8) and their quality was bad; 
these warehouses had stopped their arrivals for the season.

Guadalajara 
 
The availability of California kiwifruit was good, reaching a 100% market share.  The sales volume was 
reported as moderate but constant with average arrivals of 1 load per warehouse.  Quality has been going 
diminishing uring the last days, what has been affecting sales; however, their availability continued to be 
good.  Prices increased in some warehouses, and that lead to stronger sales for some warehouses that 
offered lower prices.  Warehouses such as Dubacano Tarahumara and Premier indicated that they felt that 
California kiwifruit availability might go down by the end of February as a result of the end of season and 
the end of availability of product.

Available sizes available were 23 to 33 with Cat 1 and Cat 2 quality grades.  The trade reported short shelf, 
so they were forced to move the product faster, resulting in lower prices.  
 
In terms of availability, this city presented the following scenario: 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Monterrey  
 
California kiwifruit demand went decreased 15%; according to the trade this was mainly caused by the low 
temperatures that have been registered in the city and is not related to either quality or price; wholesalers 
have been monitoring their retail clients and they have indicated that the demand reductions are weather-
related. 
 
Due to the fact that the trade considered this as a temporary situation, new arrivals will continue getting to 
the market.   During this period, one load of the Air Chief label arrived to the market in 25-27 sizes, quality 
no.1.  The trade mentioned that sales of previous arrivals are around 85%, so new arrivals are expected.  
California kiwifruit quality was good, presenting consistent sizing and ideal firmness for the wholesale 
sector; their prices are competitive compared with other fruits and the trade expects a sales recovery. 
 
New Zealand kiwis are no longer available in the wholesale sector.  In this way California kiwis’ main 
competitor are currently Washington apples with moderate but constant sales and northwest pears that 
offer good quality and variety.

RETAIL LEVEL 
 
Mexico City  
 
The highest availability of California kiwifruit was registered at the supermarket sector with exhibitions of 1 
to 3 boxes.  According to the produce department staff, California’s sales volume was moderate compared 
with past weeks.  The Bodega Aurrera chain has been selling kiwis by piece –instead of by kilo– with very 
good results.  Their quality can be considered as good in general terms; however, it was also possible to 
find fruit that presented an advanced ripe grade.  California’s sales volume was 5 to 8 boxes per 
week/store.  At the traditional channels their availability was moderate as a result of their high prices which 
affected sales.  
 
Guadalajara  
 
The availability of California kiwifruit at the retail stores has been decreasing; exhibitions go from 2 to 4 
boxes per store with sales of 8 to 10 boxes per week/store.  The prices of California kiwifruit have been 
high and their quality was fair – shrinkage problems and short shelf life – affecting sales.  Traditional 
channels also reduced their availability as a result of their fair quality.  In this sector, sales went from 3 to 5 
boxes per week.  
 
On the other hand, New Zealand presented irregular availability at Soriana and Comercial Mexicana 
chains, but this was fruit from past arrivals, presenting bad quality. 
 
Monterrey 
 
California kiwifruit registered a 99% market share, presenting higher availability at supermarket stores with 
sales volumes of 2 to 3 boxes.  Their quality was good, but with high prices that complicated sales.  
 
New Zealand presented low availability at some Soriana stores, presenting small exhibitions and mixed fruit 
with California.
