TRADE CALLS, PROMOTIONS TO COME/RUNNING/EXECUTED: 
COOP, AB: Met with Produce Director to discuss upcoming California kiwifruit season. 2008/2009 flyer ad recap spreadsheet showed that COOP ran 
only two California-branded flyer ads last year – a conventional ad in November at 2/$0.88 and an organic in December at $0.79ea, neither of which 
would stop traffic, and contact agreed. With the CKC a signatory in the California Grown promotion, we’ll see if we can at least double the ad output 
and add some sampling on top of it. Awaiting final word from the industry on harvest/crop timing. 
 
OVERWAITEA FOODS, BC: According to the 2008/2009 flyer ad recap spreadsheet, Save-On Foods accounted for nearly half of all of the California 
kiwifruit flyer ads that were run in Canada – 3 of the 7 – all conventional and all at 3/$1. This retailer is not targeted as a California Grown participant 
this season so the CKC will promote directly. 
 
THRIFTY FOODS, BC: Met with Produce Director contact who feels that kiwifruit sales have dropped off the radar in recent years and even the Zespri 
marketers have dropped the ball. Contends that kiwifruit consumption, at least among his shoppers, is still limited to dessert garnishes. Says that we 
need to go back to teaching shoppers, and especially kids, how to cut and scoop to make kiwifruit an everyday snacking fruit. Until such time, he says, 
sales will stagnate. Contact will promote California kiwifruit this fall as part of the California Grown promotional package but asked that I look into the 
development and in-packing possibilities of a form of “slooper” (slicer/scooper used a decade ago by Zespri and the CKC)

points with the Gold variety.  
 
At the traditional sector, Chilean kiwifruit can be easily found, being present at most of 
the different Points of sale.

As mentioned before, Chile and New Zealand are the two competitors present in the 
market, with different sizes.  
 
The quality of the green kiwifruit is high, with good pressure, color and flavor. Gold 
kiwifruit is available only in small sizes and its ripening level in some points is very 
advanced.  
 
 
Quality 
 
Currently, California is not present in the market.  
 
 
Arrivals 
 
According to some importers they are still receiving Chilean kiwifruit as the price 
is low, the availability is as well good and the quality is fair for the price. 
Nevertheless, some will receive the last loads of Chile and will start receiving 
from California in some mix containers in the next couple of weeks.

This origin has a 90% market share with constant 
arrivals to 3 warehouses – Dubacano, Tarahumara and Maynekman –; other warehouses prefer to buy 
kiwis from these importers.  The remaining 10% is for New Zealand that is only available at Maynekman 
warehouse; according to Mr. Humberto Ibarra, this origin presents good sales volume.

1.  IMPORT, WHOLESALE AND RETAIL ATTITUDE 


According to the Bank of Korea, Korean foreign exchange reserves grew for the seventh 


straight month in September to reach 254.3 billion U.S dollars. The amount of reserves 


jumped 8.79 billion dollars from late August for a rise of 52.71 billion dollars over the 


past seven months. The figure is also the highest since 258.1 billion dollars in June last 


year. The central bank cited rising operating profits, retrieval of maturing foreign 


exchange equalization funds, and an increase in the dollar-converted amount resulting 


from the surging euro and yen. The bank is believed to have bought a large amount of 


dollars to prevent the won from appreciating too much against the greenback. At this 


pace, financial observers say, the amount of foreign exchange reserves might break the 


national record of 264.25 billion dollars set in March last year.  


 


Korean food producers are trying a new method to appeal to consumers-patriotism. To 


set their products apart, companies are marketing processed foods made from 100 


percent “made-in-Korea” ingredients. CJ Cheiljedang, the nation’s biggest food processor, 


recently introduced a new version of its Dashida seasoning blend, which first went on 


sale in 1975. The new version switches from using Australian beef to Korean beef to 


flavor the blend. Even the United states-based beverage and health food chain Smoothie 


King is getting into the act.  The company which opened its first Korean branch in 2006 


makes drinks using tropical fruit from Korea such as gold kiwi from Jeju Island.  And, 


rising government support for local farmers provides an added incentive to use local 


wheat and rice.  


 


Korea has initiated a free trade agreement with the world’s biggest economic bloc, the 


European Union.  Experts predict that local shipping, automobile and electronics 


industries will reap the benefits.  However, they also predict that industries in which the 


bloc excels including machinery and chemicals, will see EU imports rise when the pact 


finally takes effect.  At least in agricultural produce, the government has been extremely 


careful. Rice is exempt from tariff reductions, while peppers, garlic, onions, beans, 


potatoes, Jeju tangerines etc. will not see tariffs lifted.  Even so, the Korea Rural 


Economic Institute and the Korea Maritime Institute said Korea’s agricultural industry 
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would lose a total of 2.3 trillion won (1.99 billion dollars) in the next 15 years due to the 


deal. The government plans to give financial support to Korean farmers to help them 


modernize and improve the competitiveness of their products. Korea has already 


announced plans to give a total of 21.1 trillion won in support funding to local agriculture 


and fisheries until 2017. The Korea-EU FTA will also benefit consumers directly by 


making import products cheaper, the ministry said. Immediately after the deal is ratified, 


a 15 percent tax on European products will disappear.  


 


Import 


The import volume of fruits has not yet increased dramatically, as there are still many 


quantities of local fruits including apples, in the wholesale and retail markets after the 


Chuseok. 


 


As there is an excess supply of kiwifruits on the market, both imported and domestic, 


many importers are hesitant to import California kiwifruits at this time. Accordingly, only 


some importers are quite sure to start importing California kiwifruits within this year. 


However, many importers have indicated that they want to import California kiwifruit if 


the import price is reasonable and the quality is good.  


 


The import of New Zealand and Chilean kiwifruits is still ongoing, but the import volume 


has decreased recently as the season comes to an end.  


 


Several importers bring in New Zealand kiwifruit in small quantities, but they import only 


green kiwifruit. Currently all importers finished importing gold kiwifruit, which was sold 


for quite a long time and through a limited market.  


 


The overall quality of New Zealand kiwifruit is relatively good. The berry size is quite big 


and the sugar content is high enough, but most berries have a watery taste. The 


condition of gold kiwifruit is deteriorating rapidly, as the fruit is reaching its maximum 


storage life. Most gold kiwifruits are typically quite small and are often found softened, 


decaying, and sometimes covered with mold.  


 


The import volume of Chilean green kiwifruit has also decreased recently because the 


shipping volume of local kiwifruit is increasing, and many consumers prefer to purchase 


local fruits such as apples and tangerines despite their high prices.  


 


The quality of Chilean green kiwifruit is in quite good condition compared with that of 


other years. They have pretty big sized berries, firm texture and medium-high sugar 


content. 
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Local gold kiwifruits are shipped and the shipping volume is increasing.  However, there 


is not a strong demand for local gold kiwifruits, as there are still New Zealand gold 


kiwifruits on the market, which are preferred by most consumers.  


 


The sugar content of local kiwifruit is quite low and the quality is not quite as good as 


compared with the New Zealand kiwifruit. They also have a watery taste and are quite 


small. 


 


As the shipping volume of US pomegranates has increased recently, many importers are 


dealing with pomegranates as a major imported fruit and the import volume is expected 


to increase continuously. 


 


 


Wholesale 


The purchasing volume of New Zealand kiwifruit is still quite high, and mostly consists of 


green kiwifruits. Gold kiwifruit, which is purchased by wholesalers and sold on the 


market now is mainly imported before, then stored as leftover quantities. According to 


the long storage period, gold kiwifruit is of inferior quality so many wholesalers prefer to 


buy green kiwifruit. Some wholesalers have recently finished purchasing New Zealand 


kiwifruit in both varieties.  


 


Many wholesalers purchase Chilean kiwifruit but the buying volume is very small. They 


are mostly satisfied with a low purchasing price and good quality, but they indicated that 


consumer awareness and sale volume is low. 


 


The purchasing volume of Local kiwifruit is increasing as the shipping volume of New 


Zealand kiwifruit is decreasing. However, the berry size is still small and the sugar 


content is not enough as compared with New Zealand kiwifruit. The purchasing price is 


also quite high. 


 


Several wholesalers are interested in purchasing California kiwifruit and they want to buy 


it as soon as possible. They consider the quality of California kiwifruit to be better than 


other kiwifruits, though the price is quite more expensive than others. 


 


The seasonal local fruits such as apples, tangerines and persimmons are shipped actively. 


The quality and sugar content of local fruits this year are very good and the demand is 


also increasing. 
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Retail 


California kiwifruit is not yet sold in the retail stores. 


 


Most retail stores sell both green and gold varieties of the New Zealand kiwifruit.  Many 


retailers sell New Zealand green kiwifruit rather than gold kiwifruit. However, the sale 


volume of the New Zealand kiwifruit has decreased, as the quality has recently 


deteriorated causing many consumers to not aggressively buy it, thus, the sale portion is 


also decreasing.  


 


Chilean kiwifruit is sold through most retail stores continuously however, the sale volume 


is not big so many retailers decreased its portion. Most retail stores sell 10 ~ 20 pieces in 


a plastic bag, about W4,000 ~ W6,000, or 3kg in a box, about W10,000~W13,000.  


 


Local kiwifruit is sold through most retail stores, however due to low quality, small fruit 


size and higher sale prices the sale volume is not as significant as that of imported 


kiwifruits.  


 


The seasonal local fruits such as apples, tangerines and persimmons are shipped in large 


quantities so many retailers mainly sell these seasonal local fruits. According to this trend, 


many retail stores conduct price discount promotions for tangerines and apples or 


advertise them on leaflets to inform consumers of the availability of these fruits.
